US CHEMICAL PLANT SECURITY

According to an article in the March 22, 2010, edition of CEN-
online.org, chemical industry officials are urging congress to extend
the current federal program for strengthening the security of
thousands of chemical facilities across the US. The current
regulations give individual companies the flexibility to determine what
measures they need to implement to firm up security at their plant
sites, and guard against terrorists threats. On the other hand, the
Obama administration wants lawmakers to greatly expand the
government 6s authority over howTlehemic
administration believes that high-risk chemical facilities should
consider replacing (or be required to replace) extremely hazardous
substances with safer chemicals or modify their processes to better
protect the surrounding community. A wide-ranging chemical
security bill (H.R. 2868) passed the House of Representatives in
November, 2009, includes a mandate for safer technology.

Chemical manufacturers are supporting a bill introduced last month

by four members of the Senate Homeland Security and Governmental
Affairs Committee, extending for five years, the Department of

Homel and Securityds authority to regul
are made, used or stored.

The butane based process is considered to have superior
economics, and is the preferred route used by most producers. The
major US based producers are Flint Hill Resources, Huntsman,
LANXESS, and Marathon Ashland petroleum, with Huntsman having
the largest capacity.

Monday lunch. Maleic Anhydride is used primarily in the manufacture of unsaturated

polyester resins which find application in areas such as recreational
boats, bathroom fixtures, automobiles, and tanks and piping. MA is
also a major modifier of rosin to produce a wide variety of resins and
paper size products.

At the present time, the market for MA appears to be over supplied.
In 2009 Huntsman brought on additional capacity just as the market
for automobiles and housing took a downturn.

With the increase in crude oil prices and the consequent uptick up

, ‘ butane prices, margins for MA producers are severely squeezed.

Consequently, the two largest producers, Huntsman and LANXESS,
are aggressively seeking exports to Europe. However, the US market
is beginning to show signs of gradual improvement.
